A relatively sweet style of 
champagne, containing a 
dosage of between 33 and 
50 grams of sugar per liter. 

SEC
Meanining “dry” in French— 
refers to a champagne with a 

dosage level of 17 and 35 
grams of sugar per liter.

CUVÉE
Generally 
refers to a 
batch of 
wines.

ROND
Describes the 

so�ness of the wine 
on the tongue, not 

overly tannic.

ROBE
Describes the 
color of the 

wine and it’s 
intensity.
